Event Overview

The offline round was held on October 07, 2024 at Central Auditorium(Hall-2), where the finalists competed head-to-head for the title of CodeCraft Champion. The top 3 winner were Farhaan Ahmad, Sajid Jafri and Sahil Verma , who stood out for their exceptional coding skills and speed.
